Emissions in 2025 reflect the impact of early
fleet decarbonisation measures, including the

introduction of electric and hybrid vehicles

and improved driving efficiency, which have
contributed to a reduction in Scope 1

emissions compared with the 2021 baseline.

Improvements in data collection

Since setting our baseline in 2021, we have worked hard to refine our measurement
and data capture methods in order to report our impact as accurately as possible.

Part of the difference in emissions between this baseline year and the current
reporting year reflects improved data coverage from our own operations and from
partners in our value chain.

For example, we have now implemented data collection strategies and capacity to
report Scope 3 emissions by category. This allows us to build a more complete picture
of our indirect impacts and identify where meaningful reductions can be made.

Improvements in data collection

Since setting our baseline in 2021, we have worked hard to refine our measurement
and data capture methods in order to report our impact as accurately as possible.

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Carbon Reduction Projects

SCOPE 1 - Operational emissions

We successfully deployed 17 trial electric vehicles
(EVs) across our fleet, allowing us to assess their
performance, efficiency and environmental impact.
We have introduced over 30 mild hybrid vehicles,
reducing fuel consumption and carbon emissions
while maintaining operational reliability.

SCOPE 2 - Indirect emissions

We achieved ISO 50001 certification, which focuses
on energy management systems (EMS). Through
systematic planning, monitoring and optimization of
energy use, we drove progress on adopting
renewable energy sources. Our carbon reduction
roadmap consolidates all existing sustainability
initiatives while also developing new, structured
measures to further cut emissions.

SCOPE 3 - Value chain emissions

We conducted a comprehensive review of our supply
chain partners to ensure they adhere to sustainable
best practices and maintain ethical sourcing
standards. This process involves assessing their
environmental policies, carbon footprint, and
compliance with responsible procurement guidelines,
ensuring alignment with our commitment to
sustainability and long-term carbon reduction goals.

In our pursuit of reducing carbon

emissions and enhancing fleet

efficiency, we implemented Lightfoot's 221 ton nes
driver behaviour technology across our
entire fleet. This innovative system
provides real-time, in-cab coaching to
encourage smoother and more efficient
driving styles. Since its deployment, we

have achieved a significant reduction of o
221 tonnes of CO, emissions. 1 2 /o

Beyond environmental benefits, we have
observed improvements in fuel efficiency
and a decrease in vehicle wear and tear,
leading to cost savings as well as progress

towards Scope 1 emissions targets. Our 15%
drivers have embraced the gamification
aspect of Lightfoot, which rewards efficient
driving, leading to sustained positive

changes in driving behaviour. This low-
